To make our Sunday Liturgies more meaningful and spiritual we would
like to bring to your attention the following:

It is important that we make every effort to be on time for the services for either the 9:00 or 11:00
a.m. Liturgies.

We have noticed that some leave the church before the conclusion of the services.
We should try to avoid that, and remain in church until the end of the service.

We would request that the parents make sure that the children serving at the altar
(Altar boys and Children of Mary), be in church on time, and be ready to serve before the
service begins.

During the Liturgy we encourage everyone to use the Divine Liturgical booklets and
to follow the service, and respond together as a family.

From now on, all the faithful are requested to recite aloud together the Creed and Communion
Prayer, before Holy Comnunion. These are important prayers that should be prayed by all the faithful.

Please note, that when the priest turns around and gives the blessing, with the sign of the
cross, everyone should respond by piously crossing themselves.

Due to the request by some parishioners that there be some English in our services, we will
continue at 11:00 a.m. Liturgy, the reading of the gospel and short homily. The rest of the Liturgy will
remain in Ukrainian.

There is too much unnecessary activity and talking at the entrance of the Cathedral and at the
choir loft during the Liturgies. We ask you to please try to avoid this as much as possible. - Our
Cathedral has many pews, it is therefore not necessary for some people to be standing at the entrance
of the church. We would request that you please sit in the pew.

There are still some faithful, when receiving Holy Communion, touch the spoon with their lips.
Please try to avoid this, by opening up your mouth wide, so that the Holy Communion can be given to
you without touching the lips.

When you receive Holy Communion the priest says the following prayer: The servant of
God (name) partakes of the precious, most holy and most pure Body and Blood of our
Lord and God and Savior, Jesus Christ, for the forgivhes of his/her sins and life
everlasting. If you wish to say your name to Father or to the Eucharistic Minister it
would be very nice. Some names we know, but not all, so saying our name makes it very
personable.

Due to the fact that we have only one priest at our Cathedral, confessions will be heard a half
hour before the Liturgies. If you need confession, please come a bit earlier, or make arrangements with
father for confessions at any other time.

We notice that some faithful chew gum during the services. This is not acceptable and should
be avoided, especially when receiving Holy Communion.

These are just a few points we would like to bring to your attention. They are not
meant to offend anyone, merely to make our services more beautiful, meaningful and
spiritual Thank you for your kind attention.
