The Gospel reading of this Sunday, a week
before Great Lent, is devoted to the parable
of the Last Judgment (Mt. 23:31-46). The
parable reminds us that a time of final
judgment will come for all people. Since
Christ will judge us according to the law of
His Love, the theme of Judgment
(Meatfare) Sunday is love. The parable is
not about abstract social concern for peo-
ple. It is about love for a specific person
whom, by God's will, we meet on our life's
path. Christian love is an "impossible op-
portunity" to see Christ in another person,
whoever it may be; in a person whom God,
in his incomprehensible providence, sent to
me, not only as an excuse for a "good
deed", but as an opportunity to serve Jesus
and do it for the glory of God.

On the eve of Last Judgment Sunday, on
Meatfare Saturday, at the Holy Liturgy, we
make a general commemoration of all
those who have died since the age. This
Saturday, like Sunday, it's about love. In
the prayer for the dead, we express our love
for our relatives and friends who have gone
to eternity. We remember them because
we love them even when they are no longer
with us, because true love is stronger than
death. Praying for the dead, we meet them
in Christ, for He conquered death - the
highest degree of separation. In Christ, the
difference between the living and the dead
disappears, because in Him all are alive.
He Himself is Life, and this "Life is the light
of men" (Jn. 1:4). The candle that we conse-
crate and take to our homes also reminds
us of this Eternal Light on the Feast of the
Encounter, which we now celebrate.

Sunday Epistle: 1 Corinthians 8:8-9:2

Brothers and Sisters, Food will not bring us close to God. We are no worse off if we do not eat, and no bet-
ter off if we do. But take care that this liberty of yours does not somehow become a stumbling block to the
weak. For if others see you, who possess knowledge, eating in the temple of an idol, might they not, since
their conscience is weak, be encouraged to the point of eating food sacrificed to idols? So by your
knowledge those weak believers for whom Christ died are destroyed. But when you thus sin against mem-
bers of your family, and wound their conscience when it is weak, you sin against Christ. Therefore, if food
is a cause of their falling, | will never eat meat, so that | may not cause one of them to fall.

And
the king will answer them, ‘Truly | tell you, just as you did it to one of the least of these who are members
of my family, you did it to me.” Then he will say to those at his left hand, ‘You that are accursed, depart
from me into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels; for | was hungry and you gave me no
food, | was thirsty and you gave me nothing to drink, | was a stranger and you did not welcome me, naked
and you did not give me clothing, sick and in prison and you did not visit me.” Then they also will answer,
‘Lord, when was it that we saw you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not
take care of you?’ Then he will answer them, ‘Truly | tell you, just as you did not do it to one of the least of
these, you did not do it to me.” And these will go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eter-
nal life.”
