Those who had
access to social communication platforms
even broadcast their prayers in order that
our faithful around the Archeparchy and
beyond could participate. Most of the broad-
casts occurred ‘live”! As you may know, His
Grace was able to participate - also via
livestreaming - in the global prayer mara-
thon organized by His Beatitude with the

help of Zhyve.TV.

Metropolitan Lawrence wanted to
share one of comments that he received
from a member of the Archeparchy express-
ing gratitude for the day.... “ Your Grace,
Yesterday was a phenomenal day for which
| would like to thank you for giving us the
opportunity to experience it. | probably
haven’t given it much thought throughout
my life but yesterday seemed to give one a
sense of being “one in spirit”. Knowing it
was a last-minute idea and at how quickly
the priests joined together and each in his
own way had us all enthralled by the unique
prayers for our people in the diaspora. The
day actually went quickly and we joined to-
gether with every in prayer and somehow
the feeling of really belonging was there
loud and clear. Never before, and | am over
eighty, have | had this sense that | was
“one" with everyone.  Being in the tremen-
dous prayer said in Ukraine early morning in
Kiev and then in the cathedral in our very
own city and then escalating to the prayers

such as “hours”, "panahyda”, "parastas”. And
then in our very own church the unique way
of singing carols to the lord to help our young
boys in Ukraine to face whatever comes with
a song in their hearts to the lord (“We stand
on guard for thee”) Even having 20 people/
households joining us online with very short
notice. (I didn't know our Ukrainians had it in
them to drop everything and say “Here | am
Lord, Is it | Lord?”) Then to go to the Holy
Eucharist Parish livestream and hear the
voice of one lonely priest in a big church with
just the Lord and him singing the vespers.
Beautiful! | was touched by the feeling of
many angels singing with him to soften
Putin's heart toward our young boys in uni-
form. Then going, albeit online, into a church
(St Basil's) and seeing a priest kneeling with
little children singing with him to the lord ask-
ing him to have mercy for the people in
Ukraine. We knew in our hearts that had to
melt Mary’s heart to tears. It did mine. This
was not all. We were transported to beg
Blessed Vasyl Velychkovsky to help us and
we were also in Rossburn to pray with the
priest and the Lord was there... "Where two
or three gather, | am there"). And how can
one not admire all the ladies at the end of
the evening - each saying a prayer and wel-

coming us to join in their prayer for Ukraine.

All this, all in one day and in a quick
thought that we understand was your inspira-
tion. It was the most memorable praying ses-
sion that | was part of.  Thank you, Metro-
politan Lawrence, for making this experience
happen and | hope it showed people what we
can do together if we unite for the
Lord. From a parishioner who wants to

say thank you from her own heart,...”
