Last Sunday, we shared a special spiritual
joy — our children’s First Confession and
Solemn Holy Communion. It was a day that
children and their families will remember for
a long time. We thank the catechists Lesia
Uhryn and Mariia Pirus for their dedication
and the parents for their prayers and help
with organizing this event. We also thank
families for the generous donation toward a
new camera to improve the livestream of our
services. This Sunday, we honor Saints Peter
and Paul. Their lives and deaths are exam-
ples of strong faith and loving service to
Christ and the Church. Their preaching was
powerful not because of great speaking
skills, but because of their love for God and
their openness to the Holy Spirit, who gave
them courage and wisdom. Peter was a
sinner who turned back to God, and Jesus
asked him to lead His Church. Paul was a
man who persecuted Christians, but became
one of the greatest preachers of the Gospel.

On
Friday, June 27, we remembered the Ukrain-
ian martyrs — Blessed Nicholas Charnetsky
and his 24 companions, and Blessed Father
Omelian Kovch. Their suffering in the 20th
century is a sign of true apostleship — a
model of faithfulness to Christ and the
Church. Like the first apostles, they stayed
strong in their faith and gave their lives for
the Church. Their example reminds us that
Christians must always be ready to withess
their faith in Jesus. In just two weeks, we will
celebrate our Parish Feast Day of Sts. Vo-
lodymyr and Olha and we invite all to make a
special pilgrimage to our cathedral as part of
the Jubilee Year of Hope. Please plan to join
us and Invite your friends, too. Your witness,
your example, and your invitation might help
someone start their journey back to God.
