Now, we find ourselves in a time of cele-
bration of the Lord’s Ascension. The
feast day itself always falls on the Thurs-
day of the fortieth day after Easter and
is liturgically celebrated for 7 days. This
feast day reminds us that on earth, Je-
sus fulfilled God’s plan - to unite the
heavenly and earthly. Christ ascends to
heaven and promises his disciples that
they will receive powers from heaven,
meaning that he promises that he will
send the Holy Spirit upon the apostles.
And so it happens in 10 days, on the
feast of Pentecost. In our church, from
Ascension to Pentecost we have ten
days of missionary work. This is the time
when we are waiting for the coming of
the Holy Spirit. This year we are going
through the 10 days of missionary work
in the conditions of the war in Ukraine.
In this tragic and painful time, His Beati-
tude Sviatoslav encourages us to find
answers to questions that concern eve-
ryone. God, why did all this happen to
us? What are you calling us to do? What
mission have you prepared for Ukraine,
Ukrainians, and the Ukrainian Church?
What is the fullness of your plan for the
fate of our people? We may not be able
to find an easy answer to all these ques-
tions, but at this time before Pentecost,
in prayer and silence, let us listen to
God's Word, pray and the Lord will
speak. The Holy Spirit will enlighten us
and fill our hearts with peace and under-
standing.
