The yarmarok on March 20 was very successful for us but not for those who came to buy
something after 1 pm. All the food was sold out! That is why we decided to organize another
YARMAROK TO SUPPORT Ukraine on April 10 from 11 to 2. And this time we need more
food to sell. We ask you and your friends for more food donations. Please register online or
call the office.
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CnaBa Icycy Xpucty! Please take the time to orientate yourself (or a parish volunteer) about the present state
of affairs with refugees wanting to make their way to Canada and Manitoba in particular. We are still hoping
for more Government support, but in the mean time we must act and do what we can....
Yes, there are several questions that need to be answered, but, again, we can do what is laid out below.....
Refugees
A statement issued by the Ukrainian Canadian Congress on Tuesday March 22, called for federal support for
Ukrainian refugees beyond the expedited visa and work permit process. The UCC has considerable experi-
ence with the refugee and displaced persons processes and has been lobbying the Canadian Government to
offer the estimated 10 million Ukrainians forced to flee their homes. Some 3 million refugees have already
crossed the border and are living temporarily in neighbouring countries like Poland, Hungary, Moldova and
further into Europe. UCC is asking that individuals petition their MPs to move the Trudeau government to
offer support for Ukraine’s displaced people.
There are very limited Government funds at present. However, generous Canadians - many of our parishion-
ers among them - have been coming forward to help refugees. What we can do now...
1.Designate Interested Parishioners - At our clergy conference (Metropolitan Lawrence asked that each par-
ish would designate at least one (1) contact person or, better, a committee, who would coordinate the
Parish’s Ukrainian Refugee effort
2.Share the information with Potential Refugees - Canada has launched its specific plan regarding fast-
tracking refugees from Ukraine. This information is being shared with refugees that have already left Ukraine
and are in neighbouring countries. They apply for visas and work visas online. Once they receive them, they
are free to come to Canada. Some are ready and able to pay their own travel. However, before promises are
made, there needs to be a plan for housing, room and board and assistance to settle in to life here - social
services (Medical, etc.), work, school.
3. Donations are starting to come in with the special envelopes (and by other means). If “Refugee Support”
was checked on the envelope, then those designated funds will be used for refugees here in Winnipeg and
in Europe. It will depend where the need is greatest and where the funds can be used most effectively. (God
willing, as more refugees are able to make their way to Manitoba, they will need considerable support here
as well).
4. The Archeparchial volunteer base is also growing. Not as large as other refugee efforts (including the
UCC), but the survey turned in from our parishes or filled out online have produced some forty-five (45) re-
sponses. This remains the plan, however, we also see (as at least one agency suggested from years of expe-
rience) that we will have to start by gathering and providing our own support from our parishes and individu-
als and by starting small and seeing how the Lord leads us in this critical matter.
So, for now - Please speak with your parishioners about this. Let us know who your refugee volunteer repre-
sentatives are. We will have a meeting (zoom and/or in-person) soon to take an updated reading of what we
have available and how to coordinate to bring over some refugee(s).
