Last week we had a meeting of the
Parish Council. We analyzed our parish
activities during the summer time and dis-
cussed some of our challenges and difficul-
ties. We had many parish events in the
summer and relatively many parishioners
attended the Divine Liturgies on Sundays.
Our biggest challenge is to raise money for
the kitchen renovation that need to be in-
vested so that the kitchen can serve the
common good of the parish. In the future we
could have an additional source of income
from the kitchen for the better functioning of
the parish and to cover other expenses. It is
worth to notice that our cathedral is large
enough for the current number of parishion-
ers, and the prices for utilities and renova-
tion are high. For comparison, in the past
there were three Divine Liturgies in the
cathedral and the church was full. There
were more people for one Liturgy than in our
time for two Liturgies together. Parish chron-
icles tell us that in 1978 there were more
than 4,000 people at four Liturgies on Palm
Sunday. Even at that time, in addition to
donations for the cathedral, parishioners
organized various fund-raisings. They orga-
nized Zabavy, they were making verenyky
and other food for selling. The kitchen was
used for this. Thanks to the generosity and
sacrifice of the parishioners and their mutu-
al work, the community was able not only to
pay off the debt owed to the bank for the
new Cathedral, but also to purchase a lot of
real estate in this neighborhood. Therefore,
we now have a parking space and a large
garden for parish events. Therefore, let's
work together to preserve and multiply what
we have inherited!
